A W O RD F RO M T H E E D I T O R 



 
A Senatorship is the 

highest honor a Jaycee 
can receive and is a spe-
cial category of member-
ship in Junior Chamber 
International.  It is de-
signed to provide a link 
between past and pre-
sent Jaycees.  The 
honor is awarded only 
after the recommenda-
tion of a local chapter 
and over the signatures 
of the North Carolina 
and US Jaycee presi-
dents.  Since its incep-
tion, a JCI Senatorship 
has become the Jaycees 
most coveted award.  
Fewer than one Jaycee 
out of a thousand re-
ceives a Senatorship in 
the United States.  The 
requirement for being 
nominated for a Senator-
ship is that you must 
have been a Jaycee for 
at least five years.  You 
do not have to have held 
any positions on the 
State level. The main 
purpose of the Senate 
is to give back to the 
Jaycee organization 
assistance in any way 
we can.   

The first JCI Sena-
torship was made in 
1952, although the U.S. 
JCI Senate was not 
formed until June 20, 
1972 in Atlanta, GA.  
The first U.S. JCI Senate 
President was from Illi-
nois.  Before the estab-
lishment of the U.S. JCI 
Senate there were 17 

existing state organiza-
tions.  It took 9 years be-
fore all 50 state senate 
and the District of Colum-
bia organizations were 
affiliated.  Many Jaycees 
and even some senators 
were suspicious of this 
new organization at first 
and felt it might pose a 
threat to their organiza-
tions.  However, after 
much time and effort on 
the part of the U.S. JCI 
Senate, these skeptics 
were won over.   

The U.S. JCI Sen-
ate grew from an organi-
zation with an operating 
fund of barely more than 
$1,000.00 per year in 
1972 with approximately 
16,000 Senators to an or-
ganization that now has 
over 67,000 members 
world-wide and an annual 
budget of over 
$100,000.00.   

The North Caro-
lina JCI Senate was or-
ganized in 1968 and be-
came an affiliate of the 
U.S. JCI Senate in 1975.  
A. J. Morton was our first 
President.   

The North Caro-
lina JCI Senate sponsors 
the First Timers program, 
Family of the Year pro-
gram and award and the 
Top Ten Local Presidents.  
They also assist as judges 
for competitions on the 
state and local levels as 
well as helping individual 

chapters in any way they 
can.  The N.C. JCI Senate 
is governed by an Execu-
tive Committee consisting 
of a President, Vice Presi-
dent, Secretary, Treas-
urer, Chairman of the 
Board, 10 Regional direc-
tors, and numerous chair-
person.  The President of 
the N.C. JCI Senate also 
is a member of the N.C. 
Jaycees Executive Com-
mittee and there are three 
senators who serve on the 
N.C. JC Foundation Board   

The Senate holds 
it meetings at the same 
time as the N.C. Jaycees.  
On a National Level, the 
Senate has three meet-
ings per year - a Board of 
Directors Meeting in Sep-
tember, another Board of 
Directors meeting in Janu-
ary, and an Annual Meet-
ing in June.  These meet-
ings are held at various 
locations across the coun-
try.  In addition to these 
meetings, there are also 
regional meetings that are 
held in each of the Ten 
Regions that the U.S. JCI 
Senate is divided into.  
Our Region is Region IV 
and is comprised of NC, 
SC, GA, FL and AL> This 
year the Region IV meet-
ing will be held in Tybee 
Island, GA in October.
