What format should | use?

Please submit your articles in an
ESSAY format. That includes a header. If you submit it
as a letter, | will change it, so don’t expect it fo appear
the same way you submitted it.

How do | submit an article?

I'm designing this year's newsletter in a program called
InDesign. Don’t worry, you don't have to have that
program to submit an article. Please submit all articles
in a Word document, about 300 word limit. If you
need more, we can falk.

How do | submit a photo?

Whatever you do, DO NOT send a photo embedded into
a Word Document. | won't use it. Send the original
photo in a .jpg, .pdf. or .eps format. Hires (200 dpi or
greater) is preferred. I'll format it on my end. Please
do not crop it. | am asking that everyone on the NC ICI
Senate Board submit a photograph. If you don’t, you're
allowing me to pick it. Are you SURE you frust me? : )
